1. ELIGIBILITY. This promotion (the “Contest”) is open to anyone over the age of 21 who participates in the PSDN Online Sonic Code Share area between 7 January 2007 15:00 GMT and 31 May 2008. OPEN TO LEGAL RESIDENTS OF THE UNITED STATES, BELGIUM, LUXEMBURG, CANADA (EXCLUDING QUEBEC), DENMARK, FINLAND, GERMANY, ITALY, THE NETHERLANDS, NORWAY, SWEDEN, AND THE UNITED KINGDOM, 21 YEARS OF AGE AND OLDER.  Void in the Province of Quebec and where prohibited or restricted by law, regulation, or ordinance.  Subject to all local laws, regulations, and ordinances.
2. PROMOTIONAL OFFERING. Beginning on 7 January 2007 15:00 GMT and ending on 31 May 2008, winners will be chosen from those who have submitted items in the PSDN Online Sonic Codeshare  Forum at http://www.psdn.com/library/forum.jspa?forumID=97 
3. PRIZES.  Winners will be chosen and prizes awarded as follows:
a. First Contest Period:  Beginning 7 January 2007 15:00 GMT  through and including 31 January 2008, each individual submitting one of the first ten (10) entries meeting the Minimum Criteria for Entry (as described below) will receive two hundred fifty dollars ($250.00) per accepted entry (subject to a maximum number of awards, described below).  If more than ten (10) entries are received, the award will go to the ten (10) with the highest number of points awarded (see below for Judging Criteria).  
b. Second Through Fourth Contest Periods:  For each of the following three (3) month periods (February 1-29, 2008, March 1-31, 2008, and April 1-30, 2008), each individual submitting one of the five (5) entries with the highest number of points awarded according to the Judging Criteria, provided the entry reaches a score of at least ten (10) points, will receive two hundred dollars ($200.00) per entry (subject to a maximum number of awards, described below).

c. Final Award:  The top three (3) scoring submissions from all submissions received between 7 January 2007 15:00 GMT and 31 May 2008 will be ranked and will receive an additional award. 4. MINIMUM CRITERIA FOR ENTRY. 

Contest Eligibility: You must complete the forum registration form and submit a code item that fits within one or more of the following types of codeshare items:

a.
ESB Service: a service is defined as implementing the XQService interface and can be considered as a means to connect the ESB to an external system or protocol, such as a database, or to manipulate a message such as change from csv to xml format.

b.
ESB Process:  A process that may be used within the ESB to perform a function of some sort; this may use an Itinerary or a BPEL process.
c.
ESB Process Template:  A template, as can be imported in Integration Workbench, that can be imported and used within various ESB applications, normally used to help promote top-down implementation within the ESB.

d.
Framework Component:  A component that may not be deployable or directly used on its own, but can be used within other services or as the basis of another service or tool, e.g. a base service.

e.
Tool:  A utility that can be used to help in either ESB or MQ deployments, that may not in itself be deployed as part of the business solution., e.g. a JMX-based application
f.
JMS Sample and Code: Sample code for a JMS scenario to demonstrate a use of JMS and/or the Sonic MQ extensions, such as topic hierarchies.

Standards for Submitted Code:

a.
All code should be within an Integration Workbench project, along with a samples project where required.
b.
All non-Progress third party libraries etc will be uploaded and available so that the artifact can be built.

c. All classes and methods will have javadoc associated with them

d.
Each ESB Template will be presented as a XAR file and a document describing the contents and usage.
e.
JMS Sample and Code will be presented as an Eclipse project with minimally a text describing the contents and what it shows.
f.
Process Template will be presented in an Integration Workbench project and a deployable XAR as required along with text to present the context.

g.
When documenting all artifacts, explain why it is necessary and when it would be used.

ALL ENTRIES MUST BE ORIGINAL AND DUPLICATE ENTRIES WILL BE DISQUALIFIED.  
5. JUDGING CRITERIA.  Winners will be chosen based on these factors: 

a.
Code is well described and presented: The purpose of the code is clear to a potential user, the description is precisely written and documented using javadoc or similar, and the description is grammatically correct.  Demonstrates that the concepts of the product have been grasped and fully utilized.  (1-25 points) 
b.
Ease of use:  Ease with which code is installed and implemented.  Samples of usage are given along with all the dependencies to build; all artifacts will be buildable in Integration Workbench.  (1-25 points)

c.
Uniqueness of approach or method: An evaluation of the elegance of the solution in light of the code function plus the potential for reuse in multiple situations.  (1-25 points)

d.
Potential for broad use: Diversity of the businesses of the potential end users and the IT professionals who will use the code.  (1-25 points) 
The acceptability of submissions, criteria and the awards will be determined solely by designated PSC technical professional(s).  PSC reserves the right to review submissions to eliminate trivial or inappropriate items and to award prizes at our discretion. Comments and ratings of the codeshare items by visitors to the site are encouraged and may be considered, but they will not be determinative.  The judges’ decision will be final.
6. INFORMATION REQUIRED FOR ENTRY.  At the time of submission you will be required to represent and warrant that you have the full right, title and interest in all submitted code, as well as agreeing to other additional terms.  PSC’s Disclaimer and Terms of Use can be found here [insert links to Disclaimer and Terms of Use].  You must complete all required information to be eligible for the prize.  Incomplete, illegible, corrupted or untimely entries are void and will be disqualified. PSC assumes no responsibility for lost, incomplete, late or misdirected entries or for any computer, online, telephone or technical malfunctions that may occur.
